The Constitution and By-Laws of the Afghan HoundbGif America, Inc. govern the
business of the club. Amendments to the Conettwgnd By-Laws may be enacted
following the requirements outlined in Article il that document. This process involves
mail balloting by all members in good standing amproval by the American Kennel
Club.

Policies, procedures and standing rules providedteails and the precedents for the
conduct of that business. Unlike constitutional d&rydlaw changes, however, policies,
procedures and standing rules may be changed sibyphction in any meeting of the

General Membership or of the Board of Directors.

Policies, procedures and standing rules enactdtidogeneral membership may only be
changed by the General Membership, not by the BoaRirectors. On the other hand,
policies, procedures and standing rules enactdetédBoard of Directors may be changed
subsequently by either the Board of Directors er@eneral Membership

Policies and Procedures were approved by the Bddditectors and introduced in March,
1981. Prior to that time the Club was governedth®y Constitution and ByLaws and
Standing Rules.

This document was reviewed in its entirety by th#G¥ Board of Directors in May, 2022.
Obsolete references were deleted and policies wgréated where appropriate.
Information in parentheses at the end of a popog¢cedure or standing rule indicates when
a rule was originally enacted. Policies made at de@anMembership meetings are
underlined. Beginning numbers found in parenthésdgate this policy, procedure or
standing rule is cross-referenced.

For an accurate depiction of all policies, proceduand standing rules of the AHCA, this
document should be supplemented by the minutedl bbard and general membership
meetings held subsequent to the latest revisios, @atwell as the Constitution and By-
Laws.

Portions of the Afghan Hound Club of America Coigibn and By-Laws, as they apply

to certain documents, have been included at thebieg of those documents. In the event
of conflict between the policies, procedures aadding rules, and the AHCA Constitution

and By-Laws, the latter will prevail.

This period allowws members
of the Nominating Committee to research currentiates, and, as needed, to recruit additionalidateks,
collect appropriate acceptances for new candidateffices not previously accepted.

AHCA Rescue
Policy and Guidelines for Afghan Hound Rescue

MISSION STATEMENT

The mission and purpose of Afghan Hound Rescue:

1. Provide for and promote the welfare, protecdod humane treatment of Afghan Hounds.

2. Encourage responsible owners to retain theimideuather than give them up, and offer advicéitrg
and support to attain that end whenever possible.

3. Assist Afghan Hound owners who must give uprthigiunds in returning them to the responsible beeed
or finding suitable new homes when possible.

4. Provide rescue assistance to Afghan Hounds gigday their owners, found stray, in distressnaarnimal
shelters.

5. Return strays to the owners or breeders if ttagybe found and are willing and able to Take theawk.
6. Find good homes for the remainder where they limayout their lives as pets.

7. Educate people about Afghan Hounds, their unguadities and their proper care.

8. Provide mutual physical, mental and emotionppsut to all Afghan Hound rescuers.

Always coordinate with the AHCA Rescue Chairperson

RECOMMENDED GUIDELINES - these are only general, recommendgdidelines.
Every rescue situation is unique and the AHCA ResdDhairperson has absolute authority and
discretion in every rescue. Coordinate your effosith the Rescue Chairperson to be certain
your actions are consistent with current rescue jggl and to determine what veterinary care
expenses might be eligible for reimbursement.

1. You and SheltersAdministratively, the easiest rescues are thogeythaacquire from an Animal Shelter
or Pound. With these dogs, no owner has come toveedhe dog, nor is there an identifiable breeder.
Nevertheless, there are things to consider.

Develop an openly honest, friendly and workialgtionship with Animal Shelters, City Pounds éochl
Humane Societies. Become a volunteer or assist wbertan. Shelter stafhd volunteers can be some of
your strongest supporters if they know and trust. yo

Shelter standard operating procedures magrdifightly from City to City, County to County aigtate
to State. Become familiar with the policies of Bieelters in your area. Know whether a facility %" or
"no Kill" operation, and what their track recordnsworking with rescue groups.

When dealing with a "kill" shelter, speed ssential in getting a dog out before its "clockiswut. Don't
fault the Shelter staff for the policies you enceunThey hate to see animals perish too. Complly thieir
requirements, and obtain whatever records andrirdtion they can or will provide with the dog, ahdays
thank them for supporting you. Ask the Shelterfstahe dog was checked for a tattoo or microchipnd
out what medical care the animal received whilthatshelter.

You may need to take the dog to a Veterinaftmmmicrochip scanning or inoculations if not aldy
received while in the Shelter, or follow-up careauired. If the Hound is intact, spaying or teging will
follow after any other medical problems are takaref and you've had a chance to evaluate theahnim

2. Strays:If an Afghan Hound is found stray and turned oweydu instead of Animal Control, comply with
State and local laws on holding strays. Time rezuénts vary from none to up to 90days, accordirtheo
circumstances and local laws. In the meanwhileghtae Afghan Hound vetted but do not spay or neuter
until you have legal control of the dog. Ask yowt\o scan for microchips and check for tattoothéfe is

no identification tag, tattoo, or microchip, prodess you would with an Afghan Hound from a she(see
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above) after the required "holding" time is up. Yoay want to run "found dog" ads in the local neaysrs
or social media sites while in the holding peribdsome locales, law requires this.

If you acquire a stray whose owner can betifled through tag, tattoo or microchip, make eveffort
to return the Afghan Hound to the owner. Most peafid want their Afghan Hounds back. If the owner
declines to take the Afghan Hound back, obtainlease form if possible and follow the procedures in
Paragraph 4 below, or document the conversatioliniteg to take the Afghan Hound back and proceed as
you would with an Afghan Hound from the SheltereTAHCA Rescue Chair may suggest you coordinate
with a local attorney on required documentation.

a) If so, ask them to contact the breeder ateiutn policies. You may wish to follow up with theeeder
to be certain they were contacted, and see if teeder would like any help from Rescue in reclagrtime
dog. If the breeder cannot be found or is unablenwilling to take the Afghan Hound back, there ap
impediments to treating this as a rescue. Alwagtsagrelease from the former owner giving complete
ownership and control of the Afghan Hound to yousample release form is attached. You may wish to
review the sample document to see if it compliethwhe statutes of your Municipality and State. 8om
people may have lost the sales documents on thedpgrchased the Afghan Hound without a contict.
S0, obtain a signed release form from the owneckvpermanently gives you ownership and total cdwatro
the Afghan Hound.

Iltems from "home" frequergbse
a dog's anxiety in an owner release situation. gteneed with vetting, rehabilitation and rehoming.

b) If a breeder is involved with an owner releghat comes to you, and cannot or will not takéfghan
Hound back, talk to the breeder if possible, and iut why. Inform the Rescue Chairperson andtieeder
Liaison so appropriate written notification candamt to the breeder from the Club.

(Aside)The situation may be permanent or temporary. $6me, cultivate a good workimglationshipwith
breeders and explain what rescue does, and hoaedBrs can be a real asset to rescue when theythedr
we are part of the same family of Afghan Hound kenscas they are. You can develop relations wigeters
who may provide future transport, fostering, arfteothelp for rescues as a "thank you" for yourséasce
to them. If a breeder is involved who can and taile an Afghan Hound back from the surrenderingeswn
that is part of the agreement between the ownettambreeder. You can offer to assist, but rememjer
are not a party to the contract.

c) If you know the breeder and have a waiting édar the dog: Call the breeder, tell the breeder lyave
the dog and also a good home for the dog, anderskigsion from the breeder to place this dog ingthed
home.

4. Reimbursements:The AHCA will reimburse Afghan Hound rescuers feguired Shelter fee@f the
shelter does not offer reciprocitgnd imminently necessary medical treatment thatasonably priced;
which may include, but is not limited to:

a) Initial physical examinations

b) Vaccinations

c¢) Fecal examinations and initial deworming

d) Blood screening for heartworm

e) Spaying / neutering when deemed medically safd fecessary for the placement of the dog, as

determined by the AHCA Rescue Chairperson)

f) Microchipping (All dogs must have an identifgirmicrochipor_tattoo in _order to receive

reimbursement for expenses, except in the extremase of being immediately euthanized due

to_poor health or temperament.

Such expenses may be reimbursed up to a maximuenditpre of $400.00 per dog as of the date of this
document.

Excluded expenses iadiud
are not limited to routine dental cleaning or tnre@nt. Rescue will always be secondary to any aherce,

be it donated monies, Regional Club funds, adofd®es, or others. If funds from another sourceober
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available after AHCA Rescue has paid expenses, AHR@Acue must be reimbursed for the amount it
already paid, to the extent allowed by the amofifilreds received from that source.

9. Follow-up: Ensure that adoptive families know that you ardlalke at any time as their mentor on all
matters pertaining to their Afghan Hound, it's babg health, demeanor, training, feeding, etc. fskm to
contact you weekly with "progress reports" durihg first month. Afterwards, it is recommended tyat
contact them at least every six months. Propeovielip can result in a potential second adoptiofuture
foster home for your program.

10. Adoption donations: Adoption donations should cover your average shé#tes and medical costs
involved in bringing an Afghan Hound into the systeA Nation-wide survey conducted in 2001revealed
that the average costs for a combination of Shdkes, medical evaluation, laboratory tests and
spaying/neutering for our rescued Afghan Houndeeded $250.00, hence a cap on expenditures that has
been updated by the Rescue Chair for the increasiagof medical care. Some Afghan Hounds will come
to us in good health, already altered, and up te da their shots. Others will not. The age oftdoeind may

be a factor in considering a lower adoption domatiou are in the best position to determine attidnzel

your local donations should be. Remember, if ygeduAHCA Rescue funds for a particular Hound, y@u a
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responsible to share the adoption donation with AHR&scue, up to and including, but not to exceled, t
amount provided by Rescue toward that dog’s care.

11. Working with Others: Most Afghan Hound rescuers find themselves worlatane to cover large
geographic areas. Unfortunately, there simply aimough rescuers for the number of abandoned Afgha
Hounds, Nation-wide. There are solutions to thabpem, however. Get acquainted with your nearestAH
Rescue volunteers by phone, email or in personsapgort them in any way you can. Sure, the neathst
Afghan Hound rescuer may be 300 miles away, but shée, is a part of our Nation-wide network of
rescuers. If they need help, offer it. Split tram$ation runs, share ideas, trade home visitgastde there
for them! We all need a shoulder to lean on orredhap from time to time. This is very stressful wand

to succeed at it, we have to operate as a team.

Throughout the United States there are a large pumbother breed-specific and all-breed or allespe
rescue groups. They can be your greatest assgétting the job done. Get acquainted with thenrobhice
yourself, offer to help them (then do it) and yaill thegin to develop the network you need to cdaemore
territory than you can alone. Certainly, you mandfiyourself picking up or fostering a Borzoi, Irish
Wolfhound or a Greyhound occasionally, but the anmt@f help you receive in return will be worth thraall
effort expended. Link up with an organization tHavelops and executes all-volunteer rescue tratajmr
runs from one end of the country to the other. ®htbhe Website for other National Breed Clubs, wsitir
local Shelters or go to the Adopt-A-Pet sectioryadir nearest large pet store and introduce youeseH
rescuer to the staff and volunteers. It works! @ate the people in your Club and those who hawptet
Afghan Hounds from you. They are always a valuab®urce to both promote your program and provide
help innumerous other ways; picking up from Shseljtenaking home visits, fostering, transporting,
fundraising. The possibilities are endless andtéhonly by your own initiative.

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DOCUMENT 1000 - RECOMMENDED PRACTICES

For the Owner, Exhibitor, and Breeder of the AfghanHound
February 1978 - Amended January 1994 & 1999

INTRODUCTION

Whether an owner, exhibitor, or breeder, the AfgHannd enthusiast is often confronted with decisiand courses
of action which can impact the continued improvetrard preservation of the Afghan Hound breed, &edvtell-
being of his or her individual dogs. All too oftdimecause of inexperience or lack of forethoughg,décisions made
and the courses of action pursued are unfortunags, avith lasting detrimental effects.

With these voluntary guidelines, which represedistillation of the personal codes of conduct andoerns of its
members, the Afghan Hound Club of America is sgtforth acceptable practices and a number of ptiEres) and
is directing them to any and all involved with dareed with the intent that the pitfalls be avoided the pleasures
enhanced.

BREEDING CONSIDERATIONS

It is important that breeders examine their motibbegore undertaking any breeding. While the zeaprtoduce
champions is understandable, the breeder must cagaihst becoming insensitive to the lives producadst
understand the costs in time and money; and rezeghé difficulties in placing unwanted offsprimgdaring homes.

A. Breeding should be done selectively with thtemtion of reducing faults to a minimum and prddgdealthy
hounds of high quality, type, and proper temperamen

B. Breeding should be undertaken only when tleedber is in a position to properly care for thelb#nd litter, and
with the plan of keeping at least one puppy todifiolly, advance and improve the breed. The breslu@uld recognize
that it may be necessary to house offspring foomsitierable length of time and be prepared to pesguitable
facilities during this period.

C. No fancier should attempt breeding until atdledistinguish between the correct and incorreathSability
presupposes careful study of the breed standardbasic principles of genetics, and the pedigrépsospective stud
and matron.

D. Breeders should breed only stock which isdandyhealth and which is physically and temperanignsaund.
No dog or bitch should be bred that is known toehawis suspected of having any serious inheritdéfect or disease
(as listed in the Appendix).

E. Breeders should make every effort to comphj e recommended testing and minimum recommebzztiing
ages set forth in the Appendix.

F. No bitch should be bred more than twice in tamge consecutive seasons. The physical and meeliabeing of
the bitch are the prime considerations at any time.

G. The stud dog should be bred selectively. Theer should discourage the individual who wantbreed the pet
quality bitch or one unsuitable for his stud, axglain why he does so. The stud dog owner shouldebin the
owner of the bitch has the necessary knowledgefacitities to care for the puppies for as long asequires to
properly place them.

H. Stud dogs or bitches who produce offspringarfsistently poor quality are of no value as bnegditock and
should not be used again.

I. All bitches should be thoroughly examined byegerinarian before breeding to determine thay #ve healthy,
mature, and suitable for this purpose. Inexperigrmeeders should seek the advice of an experieinesgtier or
veterinarian before attempting to mate Afghan Haund

J. Substitution of an alternate stud for an ulinglone or use of hormone injections or artifigiemination should
not be practiced unless sufficient cause to dostseand all parties are in full agreement; anghethen, should only
be performed in accordance with AKC recommendati®ush practices should not be adopted merelylfidl the
stud dog's duty or to avoid the loss of a breedeagson.

K. All breeders must keep accurate and thorougkding records in accordance with AKC requirements

SELLING AND SALES CONTRACTS

Problems resulting from sales and sales agreeraenfserhaps the greatest source of dissatisfaatidrill will in the
breed. It is important that the seller be honesh Wwimself and the buyer. It is equally importdmattall agreements
and stipulations be recorded in written sales et

A. Sales prices of dogs and puppies should bedbas the observable quality of the individual dsgotential show
or breeding specimens. Since it is costly to raigeippy to saleable age, these costs should leetedl in the sales
price.

B. No puppy should be released or shipped tonahmme before the age of eight weeks.

C. Ethical breeders do not consign Afghan Houndset stores, animal brokers, or commercial kenyregid do not
donate them as prizes for any raffle or contest.

D. The seller should give an honest appraiséth@fcoat care, as well as the physical, mental namdtional needs
peculiar to the Afghan Hound, to any prospectivediu

E. A breeder must be discriminating in the plaeetof his stock and should not knowingly deal witrethical
persons. A breeder should not sell to, or aid mcpring an Afghan Hound for any person whom herkason to
believe will not provide the proper care and ermvinent, or who may use the dog in a fashion thdeismental to
the breed.

F. The new owner should be provided with at leatsiree-generation pedigree, a health certifigdtie inoculation
records and booster due dates, and the name aresadd the examining veterinarian. Novice buybrsuid also be
provided with a thorough written list of instruat®on diet and care.

G. Breeding arrangements in lieu of or in additto cash payment should be held to an absolutemmam and
confined to the knowledgeable purchaser serioushirdus of becoming a breeder. Such arrangemeantddsbe
made only on a dog of such quality as to qualifgstshow stock, and only when the breeder-selledsh& retain
such animal as part of a well-planned breeding anog

H. Breeding arrangements should never be edtallisvhich encourage the pet buyer to undertakesadirg
program. No sales contract should compel a buyerded a dog or bitch; therefore, any sales constaauld provide
for remunerative release options as an altern&tiveeding arrangements.

I. Each person who sells or places a dog shorddigle the new owner with a registration applicafia signed
transfer, or signed agreement between buyer alat asldescribed in the American Kennel Club r@tbsipter 3). it
is recommended that a sales contract be executeddoy sale.

J. No owner should be forced to keep a dog he doewant or feels was misrepresented to him.iBimvfor such
eventualities and the time periods allowed fornmethould be a part of the sales contract.
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K. The breeder should take back any Afghan Haiwad he or she has produced at any time duringAfgttan
Hound's life if the dog or bitch is no longer wahtgy the original owner or any subsequent ownés dound in a
pound or animal shelter due to not being wantedryyowner. This does not mean the breeder hasytback the
Afghan Hound from the original buyer or any subsadwowner. It simply means that the breeder isawsible for
the welfare of any Afghan Hound that he or shelirasl for the animal's entire life and is prepam@dutfill this

responsibility.

ADVERTISING

A. All advertising of puppies, adults, or studviees ought to be factual and without misleadingplications.
Likewise, advertising of show wins and breedingres should not be false or misleading.

B. Advertising and promotion, written. and/or lpighould be confined to the specific aspects efgtller's stock
and should not allude, in a derogatory way, tontte¢hods, animals, or reputations of other breeders.

C. Indiscussions with contacts resulting fromeatising, the seller should be extremely cautimgarding the show
prospects of any dog, lest he imply that succede@iautomatic - - by virtue of pedigree - - farimals too young
for proper evaluation. The term "guarantee”, ifdjshould clearly mean replacement of one dog artbther rather
than a positive analysis of the dog(s) at hand.

D. Breeding encouragements, such as might beathply advertisements offering “breeding stock"dale or lease
should not be made. The breeding of Afghan Houndst mever be offered or taken lightly.

SPORTSMANSHIP

While sportsmanship might be strictly defined asdht of playing fair, accepting defeat without gaint and victory
without boastfulness, the additional concepts oftsmanship, when practiced, can enhance the reaffecded the
Afghan Hound fancy and the pleasures of partiojpati

A. Every enthusiast should at all times, whilé@g shows, in the show ring, traveling, or stayahotels or motels,
conduct himself in such a manner as to reflecttjpety on the sport of showing dogs and the Afglibound in
particular.

B. Experienced breeders and exhibitors shoulliwgiy offer the novice advice, constructive crigic, or assistance
with problems, when requested to do so.

C. Malicious criticism should never be made.
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BIOLOGICAL DEFECTS

THE GENERAL RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE BIOLOGICAL
DEFECTS COMMITTEE OF THE AFGHAN CLUB OF AMERICA, I8.

1. Afghan Hounds should not be used for breetdifgre the age of 24 months at the earliest.

2. Only individuals which are free from discoMelmmand assumed hereditary defects should be ovsditdeding.
“Discoverable” under present circumstances inclutiese forms of blindness whose incipient stageseadetected
via competent eye examination, joint diseases @aghip dysplasia, that are revealed through X-ragys
cryptorchidism (or monorchidism) that can be founydpalpitation, and any other gross and obviouahality,
such as heart or serious skeletal defects, promalas “probably hereditary” by the attending veiarian.

3. The Orthopedic Foundation of America (OFA) #imel Canine Eye Registration Foundation (CERF)fazation
procedures are recommended, and available to ghakf Hounds older than 24 months, as useful detecofidefects
measures. Penn Hip is also recommended.

4. Individuals which themselves have been exathara checked out “clear”, but which are direcepés or close
relatives of. afflicted dogs, must be regardedetetively “high risk” breeding stock.

5. There seems to be a high incidence of defemts bitches which either refuse to breed readilhave difficulty
in whelping and raising puppies through the wearstage. Although there may seem to be a good “antadl
explanation, such bitches should also be regargediatively “high risk.”

6. All contracts on co-ownership, breeding righus repeat breedings, should contain a clauseingithem or
otherwise providing terms of settlement withoutdatieg, if any Afghan Hound involved is, subsequerthe date of
the original contract, found to be “afflicted” oefihitely “high risk.”

7. When, in spite of all precautions, a defestl{sted in 2. above) appears on an Afghan Houmdl fes show,
breeding, or even normal pet stock, the affectéchalrshould be replaced (subject to sales congewtptions) with
one of equivalent value, but free of such defeeter-other equitable restitution made - - to bre¢tecourage buyers
to seek proper examinations and to eliminate amptation to use defective hounds for breeding.

8. Finally, when defects do occur, every attesipiuld be made to get as complete a diagnosisssibfmand a
detailed case history, and the facts should bertegpdully and in confidence to this committee & medical
designate.

NOTE:

On October 1, 1993, Chairperson of Veterinary Imfation Dr. Jerry Klein reported to the AHCA Annlaéeting:
“Thyroid problems have become endemic in the dogufaiion and are just as important as any othéerai in
breeding. Tests can be done at one year of agetemdd be done yearly thereafter. T3, T4, and ré should be
tested. Hypothyroidism may be present with no obsiclinical signs, so testing of breeding stodknigortant.”
